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The BFTA Grand Prix Series, Shoot Rules 2006 (Amended for 2007)

1) Competitors may gain Grand Prix points from 6 (six) of the 9 (nine) rounds.

2) The whole series of nine shoots will be graded according to the BFTA Grading List frozen at
the 31 st March of the current year.

3) GP Points will be awarded on the basis of....50 points for first place in all grades with a 2
points differential down to 5th place, then a 1 point differential down to

45

th place. Please see table below for details.

4) In the event of any tied scores at the end of the Grand Prix Series a shoot-off will take place
at the end of the final round. Any shoot off is in order to find clear positions from 1st to 10th
place in "AA", "A" and "B" grades and/or 1st to 5th place in "C", "Piston" and "SFT" grades.

6) The organisers must reserve the right to vary the 9 nominated events at any time.

7) The whole Series will be run to the BFTA Main Shoot Rules 2006.

8) All guns used in the competition may be chronographed, and where possible the guns will
be tested on the same chronograph each time. The chronograph will be positioned on the
course at a point convenient to the practice area and marshalled continuously throughout the
day. Please See MAIN SHOOT RULES 2006, Rule 3) EQUIPMENT TESTING including a.
b. and c.

9) The BFTA will provide Score Cards together with a current Grading List for each of the nine
rounds, plus a standard Score Sheet which is to be completed in full. The Score Sheet will
includea  BFTA Card Number column to assist in identifying competitors, the completed
sheet must be returned to the BFTA Competition Secretary as soon as possible.

10) In the event of a dispute arising from or not covered by these rules, and unable to be
resolved on the day, will be referred back to the BFTA General Committee. The matter may be
resolved at committee by telephone, by post, by electronic mail, face to face or in any other way
by agreement of the parties concerned. The decision of the BFTA must be final.
